 ÒIt always makes me feel good when someone 
comes back to me to say they really enjoyed a 
book that I had suggested,Ó she says.  
 
Librarians have had a varying inf luence on 
Martha. She didnÕt much care for her elementary 
school librarian, who had a lot of rules--among 
them, students could only check out one book 
every other week. Martha, a voracious reader, 
found that too restrictive, but the bookmobile 
librarians, who often came to a neighboring 
farm, were much more helpful. ÒThey were 
interested in what I was reading, and let me 
check out lots of books. They even gave me an 
apple crate so that I  could carry all of them 
home.Ó 
 
Martha sees childrenÕs/teen literature as a f ield 
that can appeal to readers of any age. ÒThe plot 
and characters usually develop quickly and 
thereÕs lots of variety,Ó she says. A good title to 
begin with? Code Talker by Joseph Bruchac, 
which deals with a Native American who found 
his native language crucial to U.S. Military 
Intelligence in World War II. 
 
MarthaÕs reading f luctuates throughout the year. 
ÒEach year I vacation with my family for a week at 
a cabin up north. I  read while my husband fishes,
